This form must
be filed by the date of your pre-trial conference or fourteen calendar days before the trial date. There is
information that explains the differences between the two kinds of trials available at
www.kingcounty.gov/courts/superior-court/family/fl-trials.aspx.

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e In a Traditional Trial, both parties are allowed to call withesses and to cross-examine the
witnesses appearing on behalf of the other party. The Rules of Evidence apply.

¢ In an Informal Trial the Judge, not the parties, questions the witnesses, the Rules of Evidence do

not apply, and there are limits on the ability to call witnesses. This is governed by Local Family
Law Rule (LFLR) 23.
